COURSE FORMAT

releases pain/fear from our body and auric field and replaces it with light. We then can let go of our

daily experience. The ego begins to take direction from our divinity and “my will becomes thy will”.
Then with impeccability, courage, trust, loyalty to the Soul, positive self-talk and Blessing it all we
are free to step onto the divine cocreation playing field.

Visioning and Intention: Cocreating your personal heaven

Cocreating embraces growth, expansion and revelation. Designing your heaven requires greater
levels of attunement with divine guidance. As you begin to vibrate with the essence of your
personal heaven that vibration expands to include not only your family, but your community and
the world at large.

Living as Soul

AURA BALANCINGS
